downtown business district, its failing
public schools.

Instead of a campaign populated with
thought-provoking and challenging
ideas and proposals, the candidates
gave the voters crickets. Instead of an
election filled with interesting possi-
bilities to move Trenton forward into
a better day, the voters were presented
with a beauty contest.

A beauty contest which with each pas-
sing day became increasingly ugly with
rumors, name calling and character as-
sassinations. The residents of Trenton
deserved better but those running for
municipal office and their advisors de-
cided differently.

“Give them more of the same. They won't
know any better” It was their version to the
residents and voters of Trenton of “Let them
eat cake. If they want new thought-provo-
king ideas, let them watch BET”

A major reason given for the change
from the traditional May municipal
election to November when the gene-
ral election is held was that there would

be greater voter turnout and participa-
tion. But voters need reasons to go to
the polls and vote. They were given few,
if any. There were some very attractive
and bright people running for muni-
cipal office. Some probably ran for the
wrong office. Others probably should
not have run at all.

Too many ran as if it was an election for
class president of their public school.
They expend little to no money to com-
municate with voters how they could
make Trenton better and why Trenton
voters should select them.

Some of the candidates had little to no
money to run their campaigns. They
had at least two years to raise money to
fund their campaigns. Deciding to run
for municipal office less than two years
before that election, with no plan or
thought to raise money and developing
a professional campaign organization
to present their candidacy meant that
they were not serious. They were just
out having fun and stroking their egos.
Perhaps some of the candidates and
their campaign advisors felt that all
they needed to do was to follow the

examples of candidates running at the
county and federal levels. Those cam-
paigns were basically non-existent.

It would have been great if the coun-
ty and federal candidates would have
created an excitement and a reason for
voters to want to go to the polls and
vote. It would have been great if those
county and federal candidates would
have encouraged Blacks and Latinx vo-
ters to go to the polls if for no other re-
ason than historically such voters were
denied the right to vote.

But no such effort was made. No effort
and no commitment.

They spent as little as possible com-
municating with Trenton voters. Then
again, they have been doing that for
years. It is their entitlement. “They are
supposed to vote for us”

There is a very good chance that the
next four years will see Trenton no bet-
ter off than the last four years. Trenton
voters understand that and that is why
the smart money is betting that there
will be another dismal voter turnout on
November 8, 2022.

Let’s Talk About Blacks And Abortion

When the US Supreme Court decided Roe
v. Wade in 1973, polling showed that Blac-
ks more than any other grouping in the US
opposed abortion. Black civil rights activists
denounced the procedure as a form of ge-
nocide. Rev. Jesse Jackson called abortion
“murder” and once stated that “we used to
look for death from the man in the blue coat
and now it comes in a white coat”

The good Rev. Jackson, prior to running for
president and then pro-lfe in 1977 stated,
“Politicians argue for abortion largely be-
cause they do not want to spend the neces-
sary money to feed, clothe and educate more
people. Here arguments for inconvenience
and economic savings take precedence over
arguments for human value and human life”

Dick Gregory stated, “Government family
planning programs designed for poor Blacks
which emphasize birth control and abortion
with the intent of limiting the Black popu-
lation is genocide. The deliberate killing of
Black babies by abortion is genocide perhaps
the most overt form of all”

Almost fifty years later, Blacks have gone
from significantly opposing abortion to
Blacks women nationally terminating preg-
nancies at far higher rates than other women.

In 2014, 36 percent of all abortions were
performed on Black women, who are just 13
percent of the female population. Black wo-
men have the highest abortion ratio in the
country, with 474 abortions per 1,000 live

births. Approximately, more than 19 million
Black babies have been aborted since 1973.

Itis argued, the prevalence of abortion facili-
ties within minority communities serves as a
major contributor to the rate in which Black
women obtain abortions. Accordingly, Black
women are five times more likely to have an
abortion than white women.

There are those who would also argue histori-
cally, Blacks have been the unwitting victims
of a hidden racist agenda promoted by abor-
tion and birth control organizations. That
they were receiving a new civil right - choice.
That, pro-abortion forces have created messa-
ging that reinforces the notion of abortion as
a civil right. However, consider this: if those
19 million Black children had not been abor-
ted, the voting power of the Black community
would now be at 16 percent nationally rather
than the current 13 percent. It is ironic but
Blacks who seek greater Black power must
recognize that the majority of their political
leaders support policies which destroy their
future constituency.

Abortion has become a highly charged politi-
cal issue in the US. At the same time, there are
those who view abortion a sin. The sin howe-
ver is the politicization of abortion by indi-
vuals on both sides of the issue. What is also a
sin, an even greater sin, is that individuals and
families in the US are forced to wonder if they
have the means to raise a child.

No one in the US should have to choose be-
tween the life or death of an unborn child
because of financial consideration. But many

do, too many. That very fact is a sin, an abo-
minable sin.

Life is precious. It is also sacred. As people who
ancestors were an enslaved people, who survi-
ved the inhumaity of Jim Crow and the barba-
rism of demented and demonic racists, Blacks
can never forget that Black lives matter.

The decision to conceive is a decision between
two people. Family members and others in-
cluding their religious, spiritual and moral
advisers as well as their doctor can provide
input about that decision, but only if asked.
As for the government it needs to butt out.

Insisting on individuals bringing a baby
into the world for some political or religious
dogma is inappropriate. It is inhumane if it
means the child is going to live a life of in-
credible pain and sorrow.

Declaring “right to life and pro-life” for the
baby in the womb and not caring at all for
its well being outside the womb is also sanc-
timonious. It is especially so if those same
political and religious institutions after the
child is born basically turned their back and/
or implemented policies and practices that
guarantee the child lives a life of poverty, ne-
glect and abuse.

If the woman can conceive without the man
well then “my body, my choice” makes sense.
Though, that is not what the science indica-
tes. Science declares with humans that con-
ception is a product of a man and woman.
Therefore, the man has just as much a right
as the woman to be involved with the deci-

sion to bring the child into the world or not
bring a child into the world. The man also
has a responsibility and duty to share the
cost of the decision.

The very ones who would scream the loudest
“my body, my choice” would also be the one’s
once the child was born to insist that the man
pay child support. “My body, my choice, your
pay” Both sides of the political debate are
equally irresponsible. It is the couple or the
woman by herself who must make the life al-
tering decision about bringing a child into the
world. A world in which they might already
be struggling to survive, to exist. They would
be faced with a poverty death sentence which
neither the right to life or my body, my choice
crowd would offer any clemency.

If Black lives matter then Blacks must be
protective of those lives from the womb to
the tomb. Blacks cannot allow those who
would use the issue of abortion to further
their politcal agendas be it “right to life” or
“my body, my choice” to come at the expense
of Black lives.

Blacks need not worry about White supre-
macists killing them. They are too busy by
various ways killing each other. Abortion
might be just one of those ways. Blacks must
not allow politicians who pretend to speak
for Blacks including those who might even
look Black to push ideas and issues which re-
sult in Blacks performing self genocide. If we
muct be worry of Greeks baring gifts, then
we must also be just as concerned and on
guard of Negroes pushing adendas created
by others which result in our abortion.

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INTERNACIONALES: Paso de huracanesy
tormentas tropicales por Latinoamerica

Desde el mes de junio las lluvias no
han dado tregua en diferentes paises
de la region. En Honduras, 16 perso-
nas han fallecido, y mas de 144,000
han sido afectadas por el paso del hu-
racan Julia (OCHA 13/10/2022).

El Salvador se encuentra en estado
de alerta nacional y mas de 2,800
permanecen en albergues después
de que sus viviendas resultaron afec-
tadas por Julia (OCHA y UNCT
13/10/2022).

En el estado de Zulia, Venezue-
la, 15 personas resultaron heridas,
mas de 5,000 familias afectadas vy
diferentes construcciones destrui-
das a causa de las fuertes lluvias
(Efecto Cocuyo 06/10/2022, Talcual
16/08/2022).

Este huracan ya pasé por Colombia
afectando a mds de 159,100 perso-
nas y dejando a varias comunidades
incomunicadas en la Alta Guajira
(OCHA 09/10/2022). Todo esto an-
tes de que la temporada de lluvias,
pronosticada hasta noviembre, lle-
gue a su fin.

Las lluvias, ciclones y huracanes
no son algo nuevo en Latinoaméri-
ca pero la intensidad y duracion de
este alo demuestran como las conse-
cuencias del cambio climatico se em-
piezan a evidenciar en los paises del
hemisferio sur.

A pesar de ser una de las regiones
con menor huella de carbono, la
devastacion en esta zona del mun-
do es de un gran alcance, esto es en
parte porque la infraestructura es
deficiente, no hay una planeacién
que tenga en cuenta deslizamien-
tos y la mayoria de las viviendas

estdn construidas con materiales
poco resistentes a fuertes eventos
climdticos. Adicionalmente, los
gobiernos no tienen estrategias de
prevencion y cuando ocurren estas
emergencias no cuentan con alber-
gues y protocolos oportunos para
responder a las necesidades de la
poblacidn.

Este tipo de situaciones son graves
en todo el mundo pero en nuestra re-
gion tienen un impacto a largo plazo,
la muerte de personas a causa de des-
lizamientos, el desbordamiento de
los rios, la pérdida de medios de vida,
la destrucciéon de cultivos y vivien-
das, y el deterioro de las carreteras,
son dafos con una huella profunda y
a veces irreparable.

La recuperacion y reconstrucciéon de
algunas zonas pueden tomar afos, en
los que mientras tanto las familias se
encuentran en condiciones de vul-
nerabilidad expuestas a los efectos
de los cambios ambientales que son
cada vez mas fuertes.

Esto también impacta la economia
del pais, se pierden hectareas para
la produccién agricola y ganadera, y
debe solventar la situacién apoyan-
do a las personas damnificadas. So-
lamente en 2020 El Salvador perdid
$5.6 millones en el sector agricola a
causa de las lluvias, lo cual afect6 a
mas de 22,476 productores en todo
el pais (Gobierno de El Salvador
08/06/2020).

Este afio adn no se ha calculado el
valor de los cultivos destruidos a
causa del fenémeno La Nina y el
huracdn Julia, pero sin duda ten-
dran un gran impacto econémico
en los paises que ahora también
estan afectados por la inflacion, la
disrupcién de importacién de bie-

nes desde Ucrania y la subida del
ddlar.

La situacidn es preocupante y pue-
de convertirse en emergencias de
caracter humanitario. Es probable
que este tipo de panorama se vuel-
va frecuente cada afo por la misma
época en Latinoamérica, pues los
pronoésticos indican que el calen-

tamiento global tiende a incidir di-
rectamente en fenémenos como La
Nifia, de enfriamiento de los océa-
nos, y en el aumento de huracanesy
ciclones. Es vital que se busquen las
maneras de responder y adaptar-
nos a estas nuevas circunstancias,
y sobre todo la forma de minimizar
y revertir las letales consecuencias
del cambio climatico.

Pero ahora corre el riesgo
de cerrar sus puertas y enviar algunos
de sus servicios a otro lado, segtin ma-
nifiestan algunos activistas que protes-
tan en contra del eventual cierre de este
centro médico localizado en el corazén
de la ciudad de Trenton.

Capital Health ha firmado un acuer-
do de compra con Trinity Health,
propietaria de St. Francis, para com-
prar la instalacién médica, senala un
comunicado de St. Francis Medical
Center. Esto quiere decir que Capital
Health Regional Medical Center, se
convertird en el nuevo duefo, de la
mayoria de los servicios que se brin-
dan actualmente en St Francis Medi-

cal Center.

Es una de-
cisiéon muy drastica para la comunidad
latina que necesita muchas veces de
servicios de emergencia rapida” senal6
Rosa Rosado residente y duena de un
negocio en Trenton. Rosado acompa-
naba a las personas que protestaban el
pasado mes de octubre, frente al edifi-
cio del hospital.

“Vivo en este lado y sé muy bien que
los servicios de St Francis han bajado,
como ellos dijeron, al bajar los servi-
cios tuvimos que tomar la decisién por
no habar dinero para pagar los salarios
y ciertos servicios, por eso quieren ven-
der”, manifesté Laura Mora otra de las
residentes de Trenton que se did cita a
protestar frente al hospital el pasado sa-
bado 8 de octubre en la Hamilton Ave.

Varias otras personas, de la ciudad
también hicieron oir su voz de pro-
testa en contra del eventual cierre del
hospital: “Gobernador Murphy apela-
mos a ti, a que vengas a Trenton y nos
sentemos a conversar y ver cOmo nos
podemos aliar para salvar al hospital
St. Francis”, expres6 Kathy McBride
actual presidenta del Concejo Munici-
pal de Trenton.

Aparentemente los servicios de Emer-
gencias Satélite, continuarian en el si-
tio actual por un periodo de tiempo,
y luego harian la transicién a nuevos
lugares de atencién de emergencia
que actualmente atiende el hospital St.
Francisco. En cuanto al edificio como
tal echando una mirada breve desde
afuera y adentro se ve seguro y funcio-
nal, sin embargo los activistas que se
mantienen en protesta, creen que sera
demolido.

La pregunta central aqui es... ;Qué
estan haciendo las autoridades de la
ciudad y el gobernador del estado de
Nueva Jersey, para observar que este
tipo de negocios entre grandes empre-
sas no afecte drasticamente a la comu-
nidad trabajadora de Trenton?
